1. Plumbing repairs in project buildings













     a.  soldering copper pipes

1.  Eye injury

1.  Soldering and casting hot metals shall require eye protection such as goggles having safety lenses and screens on side protection or face masks or shields.







     b.  hand injury

2.  Hand injury

1.  Persons handling rough, sharp edged, abrasive materials or where work subjects the hands to lacerations, punctures or burns or bruises shall use hand protection.







2.  Repairing underground water or sewer lines

a. excavate lines

b. repair PVC lines

c. repair galvanized lines

1.  Backhoe turning over or striking a co-worker

1.  Machinery or equipment shall not be operated in a manner that will endanger persons or property nor shall the safe operating speeds or loads be exceeded.

2.  The reverse signal alarms shall be in addition to requirements for signal persons.

3.  Backhoe must have rollover protective structures.









2.  Skin irritation from glue

1.  Wear protective gloves when applying glues.









3.  Pinch point

1.  All pipe wrenches shall be in good repair and used only for the purpose for which designed.
