1. Repairing erosion

     a.  transport dozer or equipment

1.  Losing load

1.  The load on every vehicle shall be distributed, checked, tied down or secured.







     b.  physical qualification of operator

1.  Operation of equipment

1.  All persons shall be physically and emotionally qualified for performing the duties to which they are assigned.  Some factors to be considered in making work assignments are strength, endurance, agility, coordination, and visual and hearing acuity.







      c.  equipment safety conditions

1.  Equipment condition

1.  Test shall be made at the beginning of each shift during which the equipment is to be used to determine that the brakes and operating systems are in proper working condition.







     d.  safety devices

1.  Personal injury



1.  Seatbelts and anchorages meeting the requirements of 49 CFR 571 (Department of Transportation Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards) shall be installed and worn in all motor vehicles.







2.  Filling washes and erosion control in parks

a. unloading in parks

b. smoothing material and leveling

1.  Danger to campers

1.  The signal person shall have a warning device of clear range and penetrating sound to warn persons when the load is coming in so they have time to get in the clear.









2.  Danger to people behind equipment

1.  All self-propelled construction equipment, except light service trucks shall be equipped with a reverse signal alarm.







3.  Fill in erosion on road edge

a. loading and hauling fill to eroded areas

b. unloading fill soil and placing it in wash

1.  Vehicle accident

1.  Operate at a speed no greater than is reasonable and proper with due regard for weather.

2.  Stop vehicle off roadway or as far to the right as possible in view of approaching traffic with vehicle flashers activated.

3.  Inspect area around vehicle prior to backing.

4.  Wear seatbelts.









2.  Vehicle/pedestrian accident

1.  Look both ways before crossing or entering a roadway.

2.  Wear high visibility reflective vest.









3.  Material in eyes

1.  Wear eye protection equipment.









4.  Back strain

1.  Use proper lifting techniques.









5.  Equipment failure

1.  Inspection prior to use and perform needed repairs before starting to work.

2.  Repairs to equipment by qualified repairmen.
