2.  Employee should use eye and face protection.

3.  Employee should not cut above shoulder level.

1.  Back strain

3.  Preparing and planting wildlife food plots

a. discing and plowing with tractor

b. plant in with drill

c. broadcasting seeds

1.  Turning tractor over on operator

2.  Back strain

3.  Falls and sprains

1.  All tractors shall be equipped with roll over bars and seat belts.

2.  Instruct employee in proper lifting techniques.

3.  Caution employees to be alert as to their footing.
