1. Repair signs

a. Transport signs or repairs

b. Remove old signs

c. Install new or repaired sign

1.  Vehicle accident

1.  Operate at a speed no greater than is reasonable and proper with due regard for weather.

2.  Vehicle shall not be stopped or left standing on any road or adjacent thereto, or in any manner as to endanger the vehicle, other vehicles, equipment, or personnel using  or passing that road or area.

3.  Inspect area around vehicle prior to backing.

4.  Wear seatbelts.











2.  Vehicle/Pedestrian Accident

1.  Look both ways before crossing or entering a roadway.

2.  Wear high visibility reflective vest.









3.  Laceration, cut or abrasion to skin

1.  Inspect work area and equipment for hazardous conditions and correct before continuing work.

2.  Wear proper clothing and safety equipment (gloves, boots, hard hat, etc.).

3.  Create awareness through active safety program.

4.  Instruction in first aid treatment.









4.  Pinch point



1.  Wear safety toe boots.

2.  Wear work gloves.

3.  Signal persons shall be in full view of equipment operator.

4.  Material shall not be stacked higher than 20 feet or as less as practical.

5.  Person shall not go over, under, behind, or between operating equipment.

6.  Tools, equipment, and material shall be placed in their proper storage place to insure displacement or falling is adequately secured.

7.  Person must stand clear of sides of materials when being untied for unloading.









5.  Material in eye

1.  Wear eye protection equipment.









6.  Electrical shock

1.  Switches and/or breakers shall be locked off.

2.  Switches and/or breakers will be marked to prohibit accidental operation during maintenance.

2.  Installing or repairing project signs (entrance signs)

a. preparing site

b. forming

c. steel work

d. placing concrete

e. installing signs on steel supports

1.  Traffic hazard

1.  A flag person or other controls shall be provided when operations or equipment on or adjacent to a highway creates a traffic hazard.





2.  Back strain

1.  Use proper lifting techniques and back support belt.











 









3.  Splinter and abrasions

1.  Persons handling rough, sharp-edged or abrasive materials or where the work subjects the hands to lacerations, punctures, burns or bruises shall use hand protection.









4.  Eye damage from radiant light and sparks

1.  Electric welding and thermal cutting and operations where  protection from radiant energy with moderate reduction of visible light is necessary shall require goggles, shields, or helmets, suitable to the type of work.

2.  Operations where protection from radiant energy with moderate reduction of visible light is necessary, including welding, brazing, cutting and soldering, shall require eye and face protection suitable to the type of work, providing protection from all angles of direct exposure and with lenses of the appropriate shade.







3.  Maintenance of Vault Toilets

a. carpenter repair work

b. seat replacement

c. preparing surface to paint and painting

1.  Electric shock

1.  Laws shall be grounded by a multiconductor cord and multicontact polarized plug.  The operator shall be protected by a ground fault circuit interrupter.



2.  Cuts

1.  All portable power driven circular saws shall be equipped with guards.



3.  Bruise

1.  All tools shall be in good repair and used only for the purpose for which designed.



4.  Flying particles

1.  All persons exposed to operations which subject the eyes or face to dust or flying particles shall use eye and/or face protection.







4.  Maintenance of Portable Fee Station

1.  Traffic hazard

1.  A flag person or other controls shall be provided when operations or equipment on or adjacent to a highway create a traffic hazard.

     a.  Transporting station to and from site.

1.  Losing load

1.  The load on every vehicle shall be distributed, checked, tied down or secured.

     b.  Maintenance of air conditioners.

1.  Back strain

1. Use proper lifting techniques.

     c.  Stripping and staining exterior of stations

1.  Dust or flying articles in the eyes

1.  All persons exposed to operations which subject the eyes or face to dust or flying particles shall use the eye or face protection required.

     d.  Minor repair of electric outlets and breakers

1.  Electrical shock

1.  All equipment and circuits shall be de-energized before work is started.
