PRINCIPAL STEPS

POTENTIAL HAZARDS

RECOMMENDED CONTROLS

1. Dewatering stilling basin

a. transporting pumps and
hoses up and down rough
terrain

1. Possible personal injury or losing load

1. The use of ropes, slings, and chains
shall be in accordance with the safe
recommendations of their manufacturer.

b. fueling of engines and
servicing of pumps

1. Possible fire or personal injury

1. All persons required to handle or use
flammable liquids, gases, or toxic
materials shall be instructed in the safe
handling, storage, disposal, and use of
these materials and specific requirements
for protection.

2. Cleaning stilling basin
a. removing rock and
debris

1. Mashed feet and hands/slipping and
falling

1. Protective footwear, such as rubber
boots, protective covers, ice clampons,
safety boots, etc. shall be worn by all
persons who are engaged in work which
requires such protection.

b. crane lifting rocks and
debris

1. Debris falling on people

1. Suitable protection against the
elements, falling or flying objects,
swinging loads, and similar hazards shall
be provided for operators of all
machinery to equipment.

2. Glass used in windshields or cabs
shall be safety glass.

3. Broken or cracked glass shall be
replaced as soon as possible.
