RECOMMENDED CONTROLS

1. Annual inspection of
structures
a.  inspection of
embankment
b.  inspection of intake
and outlet works
structures

1. Vehicular traffic

1. Persons exposed to vehicular traffic,
such as signal person, spotters,
inspectors, and others shall wear belts or
apparel marked with a reflectorized high-
visibility material.

2. Falls

1. Ladders shall be secured by top,
bottom, and intermediate fastenings to
hold them rigidly in place and to support
the loads which will be imposed upon
them.

2. Lifelines shall be used when
performing work when the requirements
0f22.A.02 and 07.D.01 cannot be
complied with.

3. Any fixed ladders more than 20 feet in
height or any fixed ladder where the fall
distance can be more than 20 feet, shall
be provided with a ladder climbing safety
device.

4. Extreme caution will be used when
walking on materials which may be
unstable such as rip-rap.

5. Protective head gear shall be worn
while working on non-administrative
activities.

3. Poisonous plants, insects, and snakes

1. In areas where employees are exposed
to poisonous plants, the plants shall be
removed or destroyed (where practical)
2. Protective ointments shall be
provided.

3. Soap and water will be used as soon
as practical.

4. Immunization treatments shall be
administered by a physician.

5. When burning poisonous plants, care
shall be exercised to prevent contact with
toxic elements contained in the smoke.

6. Boots and snake leggings shall be
provided for employees entering into
hazardous areas.

7. Aerosol wasp killers shall be available
to eliminate poisonous insects.

4. Drowning

1. Type Il or better, U.S. Coast Guard
approved International orange personal
floatation devices shall be provided to
and worn by all persons whenever there
is a drowning hazard.

2. Manhole inspection

1. Insufficient atmosphere and harmful
atmosphere

1. No entry shall be permitted to
manholes or unvented vaults unless
forced ventilation is provided or the
atmosphere is found to be safe by testing
for oxygen deficiency, excessive
hydrocarbons, and the presence of
explosive gases or fumes.

2. No person shall enter such a place
unless wearing a lifeline tended by a
person safely outside and having no other
duties.
