Wear Goggles/faceshield, hearing protection.  Safe fueling; portable fire extinguisher.  Long sleeves, spray repellants, cleansing of skin.  Anti-kickback chain, check blade tension, firm footing.  Undercut 1/3 diameter, then 45 degree notch cut, then back or felling cut 2' above level of first cut, stay clear.
