1. Weed Eat tall grass.

1. Weed eater injury to legs and feet. 

2. Injury from flying debris. 

1.  Operator shall follow manufacturer’s operating instructions and shall carefully inspect Weed Eater prior to use.

2. Operator shall wear eye protection 

3. Operator shall wear steel toe boots.

4. Operator shall wear gloves.

2.  Cut or pull all vines and brush from fence.

1. Hand injury.

2. Insect/snake bite.

3. Toxic Plants

1. Operator shall wear gloves at all times.

2. Operator shall exercise caution and beware of potential sharp edges.

3. An inspection of area should be conducted before working to insure no snake’s poisonous insects are present.

4. Operator shall wear clothing and gloves to protect against toxic plants.

5. Operator shall wash hand as soon as possible upon completion with Derm-a-Sure Soap.
