Areas of Concern and Suggestion for the revised Shoreline Management Plan for Table Rock Lake: 
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1. No-Wake buoys for private docks.  Existing no-wake buoys removal by Dec 2020. 

 

            We very much disagree with this portion of the plan for the following reasons, and would like the 

Corp to consider other recommendations.   

 

             

 

Reason:  Safety and security of visitors & residents, as well as residential and dock property 

 

             

 

Negatively impacts: Visitation in the long-term, growth in recreational services 

 

  

 

     As visitation and lake traffic increases, all partners and stakeholders need to make the right decisions 

to ensure the type of visitation increase is in the best interest of the areas long term growth, and 

continues Table Rock Lake's reputation as a top destination for wholesome family tourism and fishing 

recreation.  In addition, the new plan should discourage, and not encourage, the type of visitation that 

may cause safety concerns, damage, harm and negative impact on long-term growth.   

 

     The current placement of no-wake buoys works well today as a navigational visual for all water craft 

to use caution and consider distance near public and private docks.  The current buoys do deter the 

majority of boaters from coming too close to docks where swimming may occur and do deter boaters 

from creating unnecessary large waves that can cause damage to lines, docked boats and floating 

facilities.   However, as the number of visitors to the lake increases, so will the number of inexperienced 

boaters - many of whom do not own and who rent water craft on the lake and who cannot judge safe 

distances.  With our facility being near two major boat and jet ski rental facilities, we do see that it is the 

rental craft drivers who most ignore or misunderstand (due to inexperience) no wake precautions with 

buoys and signage, especially on weekends and holidays.  In addition to more watercraft rentals, the 

lake has more recently seen more large jet engine watercraft traveling at extremely high speeds in coves 

with private docks.  (Just recently, we personally watched the very jet boat which made recent news 

headlines driving fast and erratically in our own cove the day it capsized.) Also in our experience, no 

wake dock signage is even less effective than no wake buoys for these types of boaters. 

 

            In the short-term, removing the no wake buoys for private docks will encourage fast speeds 

around private docks which further risks the safety of guests swimming near docks, the security of dock 

lines and boats housed in slips, and even the safety of inexperienced boaters themselves who tube and 

travel too close to docks.   No wake buoys are informational, visual signage, just like speed limit signs on 

streets and highways.  One cannot hope everyone knows the laws of distance, and will obey them, and 

expect small dock signage will be seen.        

 

            In the long-term, as highspeed traffic near docks increases, and if buoys are removed, it will 

discourage our visitors who frequent our lake over others (e.g., Lake of the Ozarks) for its safety and 

beauty, as they lose confidence in the safety of their families and their watercraft on Table Rock Lake.   
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            Other Recommendations to Consider: 

 

             

 

No Wake Coves:  Removing no wake buoys around private docks seems to be a bit in direct conflict with 

the proposed allowances of more boat docks and more boats.   We understand the allowance in the 

plan of more docks will create more buoys to navigate.  However, it is the private boat docks that are 

most impacted from the commercial boat dock rental businesses, where it appears buoys will still be 

permitted.  If the main concern is limiting buoys, we would suggest a review of certain coves and areas 

than can become a NO WAKE COVE, with buoys perhaps only marking the entrances to the coves to 

slow boaters and discourage reckless or fast speeds near these docks.   

 

  

 

Limitations and Increased Patrolling: If a no wake buoy plan of action is taken, there additionally needs 

to be a larger plan of action to consider the safety of private docks, such as limiting the engine size of 

boats on the lake (some lakes do not allow jet engine boating), limiting the number of jet ski rentals, and 

increasing patrolling of coves across from and near to rental areas to discourage reckless boating.   

 

                         

 

Overall, we surveyed our current customers on the no wake buoy idea and every single one said the 

same... "not a good idea" and appeared very concerned with this proposal. 

 

  

 

  

 

2. Allowing permits of docks with 1-20 slips. 

 

We disagree with this portion of the plan for the following reasons, with the following 

recommendations: 

 

  

 

Reason:  The current plan calls for the increase of too many docks/slips already, and would dramatically 

increase the number of small docks, primarily with 4 or less slips. 

 

  

 

Negative impacts.  A large number of small docks with less than 4 slips negatively impacts safety of 

existing docks, the aesthetic beauty of the lake shoreline and natural habitats, and increases the fiscal 

burden/resources of the Corps to manage and inspect. 
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      In an easy visual review of current docks on the lake, it is the small docks that seem to run the risk of 

being uncared for, and therefore, break away in heavy storms that cause property and safety risk to 

well-maintained private docks.  In the year, we have experienced the breakaway of two small docks in 

just our cove area.   

 

      The more the allowance of small private docks with less than 4 slips, the more crowded the lake and 

coves on the lake becomes, decreasing the aesthetic beauty of our lake, and becoming more like Lake of 

the Ozarks in Missouri, or Tim's Ford Lake in Tennessee, with hundreds of small docks everywhere.  As 

more boating and flooding increases -- as seen in recent years -- so does the risk increase of these small 

docks breaking lines and floating away, creating more risk to others.  Many small dock owners are NOT 

permanent residents and do not take the precautions necessary to roll in a secure their docks in flooding 

conditions and upkeep. 

 

  

 

Notation: If the new plan to disallow no wake buoys at private docks is in response to the very plan to 

increase the number of docks, the suggestion would be that the Corp reduce the suggested allowance 

and number of new docks and new slips.    

 

  

 

Finally, if fiscal resources limit the proper management of the current SMP (as stated in reasons for its 

revision), we ask: Would not increasing the number of small docks actually increase the fiscal burden 

and time management of the Corps to manage the lake and inspect so many more docks? 

 

  

 

Recommendation: Decrease the new plan allowance of slips by at least half, and limit the minimum size 

of allowed additional docks to minimum of 4 slips, vs. a minimum of 1 slip.  This would ensure more 

ownership in community docks with more responsibility among multiple owners in good maintenance 

and care of new docks, limit the placement of too many small docks across the shoreline, and hopefully 

place less burden on the Corps budget. 

 

  

 

  

 

3. Solar Power - Allow only alternative power sources (e.g. solar).  Existing licenses for overhead 

and underground electric service to private floating facilities will not be renewed after Dec. 31, 2027. 

 

We disagree with this proposal for the following reasons:   

 

  

 

Reason:  While this plan sounds on the surface to be more environmentally friendly, it is just the 

opposite and actually can harm tourism. 
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Negative impacts: 

 

1. Environmental Harm - Unmaintained solar power equipment risks more debris in the lake from 

wind damage and adds chemical poisoning from dock batteries falling in the water and harming natural 

lake wildlife.   

2. Fishing Tourism - Solar power is less dependable, and runs the risk of negatively impacting 

fishing craft electric supply needs during major fishing and tournament seasons.  Fisherman do not want 

to stay in faraway slips in the big resorts, but prefer smaller resorts and more private docks to stay close 

to their crafts.   

3. Affordability and dock costs -  Solar power conversion is more expensive in equipment and 

insurance, as well as long-term maintenance to small dock owners vs electricity.  This will eventually 

lead back to negative impact #1 aforementioned. 

 

  

 

Deeper explanations: 

 

Safety - It has been our experience that non-permanent residences on the lake do not maintain docks as 

well as lake business and permanent residences.  Electric supply to docks is more than just lighting, but 

provides needed resources of electricity for watercraft usage.  Adding solar alternative power creates 

more structural maintenance needs on floating facilities, that - according to insurance providers -  will 

create more risk factors for any dock, including: 

 

* Heavier weight from additional paneling on the floating structure itself 

* Wind and debris risk.  Most insurance providers state the risk of solar panel installation in high 

wind areas due to panel debris becoming unattached with not well secured or not well maintained 

panels.  Unsecured panels blowing off dock roofs adds more dangerous debris into the lake 

* Fire risk.  Solar paneling can cause more fire risk to its applied structure due to panel 

components that may not be fire retardant and risk excessive heating in the summer months 

* Added risk of corrosive material in the lake - As a resort owner we are already using battery 

powered solar on our property to light areas, and by experience know solar powered batteries have a 

far much shorter life.  A constant need to replace solar batteries on a dock means more batteries will 

end up being dropped during replacement in the lake.  Secondly, docks that are not well maintained and 

breakaway, or any dock damaged in storms, will result in these batteries being added to the lake. 

 

  

 

Unfair costs and treatment toward small owners' vs large businesses  - A major concern of this proposal 

is that it appears to be unfair and discriminatory toward small owners, as there is no requirement in the 

SMP for big business commercial docks to add solar.  The main question here is why is this not a 

requirement for all docks?  Without this explanation, it appears to be placing unfair costs on private 

owners' vs businesses for no reason. 

 

  

 

Too new a source - Solar generated power is too young of an alternative energy source -- with its current 

imperfections even today in the housing market -- to be considered a mandatory requirement on the 
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water.  The safety reasons aforementioned are easily uncoverable through research with dock builders 

and insurance companies.   

 

  

 

Lake/Tourism reputation damage - This proposal WILL have a negative impact not just on the 

environment, but on the economic dependence of the area on fishing tourism.   Fisherman will in the 

long-term choose not to stay at a place, or fish on a lake/in a tournament, where they cannot depend on 

the overnight power needs for their motors and batteries.    

 

   

 

Due to the busy summer season, we were unable to attend the meetings to understand the reasons 

needs behind these proposals to which we disagree.  We hope that these reasons can be publicly 

explained on your site, especially if there is strong consideration to move forward, which we hope in the 

end, the Corps will not. 

 

  

 

Thank you for giving us this opportunity to state our disagreements and reasons, which we hope you will 

see are based on more than just added costs or property values, but long-term impact environmentally 

and economically to this region.
