As a general comment, with over 70% of the Table Rock Lake shoreline protected the mission for
providing recreational development is limited to a small percentage of shoreline. For over 25 years our
family has owned property near or on the lake and the areas we use have not seen any increase in any
negative environmental impact like erosion on paths to our docks. We believe the Corps has effectively
managed the shoreline to protect the lake and there is no need for increased regulation in the future.
Specifically we would like to comment on the following proposed changes:

* Requirement to convert all electricity on docks to renewable and remove existing power.

* As a lake with one of its missions to produce electricity it is irrational to imagine the
docks on the lake could not use the power generated. Converting to alternative energy sources would
require storage of chemical batteries on every dock, cost owners millions of dollars to buy new power
systems and remove all existing power infrastructure. The power used on the docks for a few lights and
lifting a boat up out of the water has to be insignificant. In addition, generators are going to be required
to be used during certain periods of heavy electrical use or cloud covered times. This creates another
additional burden for owners to purchase, transport and store these. This requirement does not
provide any benefit to the recreational mission for the lake or to the environment.

* Requirement for no powered vehicles on Corps property

* Given the distance from the docks to private property the inability to use powered
vehicles to transport equipment, supplies and people to and from the docks is another example of
placing undue burdens on the public and discourages use of the lake. Vehicle restrictions like remaining
on the path, not causing erosion, etc are fair and reasonable but a ban is over burdensome.

The current management plan has been adequate and successful in meeting the Corps objectives.
These additional restrictions are overly burdensome, will cost owners and communities thousands if not
millions of dollars, negatively impact property values and discourage the use of the lake. We would

My wife and | are dock slip owners on Table Rock Lake and | am the current President of my
Homeowners’ Association in Kimberling City, Missouri. Our subdivision is located on the shores of Table
Rock Lake and half of our homeowners have property that adjoins USACE property. | have several
comments and concerns with the proposed changes to the Shoreline Management Plan which | will
outline in the list below.

1. Solar Power Mandate — The proposed requirement to convert all docks to solar power is
unnecessary. The cost to do so will cost residents tens of thousands of dollars and the benefits will be
minimal at best. Solar power will not mitigate the safety issues with using shore power on a dock. Given
the design of the solar power system, the dangers of electricity and electrocution will still be present
and equally as dangerous. Furthermore, the aesthetics of using shore power electric lines are not that
detrimental to the lake. Massive solar cell arrays on docks will be every bit as damaging to the aesthetics
of the lake.

2. Restrictions on Golf Carts and UTVs — | agree that there needs to be restrictions on the golf cart
and UTV/ATV traffic on USACE property. However, non-modified stock golf carts do not do a fraction of
the environmental damage that UTVs and ATVs do. | believe that to preserve the USACE property best
and allow public access, non-modified stock golf carts should be allowed. | believe the best course of
action would be to restrict the use of UTVs and ATVs on USACE property. The high speed gearing, off-
road terrain tires and overall size of UTVs are very damaging to the environment and obnoxious to
others using the lake.

3. Restriction on Dock Lockers and Dock Storage — This proposed regulation is highly unnecessary
and would vastly hurt the ability of the public to use docks. Dock lockers and dock boxes that are built
into the dock do not damage the aesthetics of the lake. A more sensible regulation would be to require
that all items on a dock be stored inside a dock locker or dock box. Requiring that items to stored, rather
than left out in the open will help preserve the aesthetics of the lake.
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4, Restrictions on No Wake Buoys — | do not support the removal of No Wake Buoys. Removing
these buoys would be very detrimental to the safety of persons using the lake and the lake environment
itself. Removing the No Wake Bouys in favor of a small sign attached to a dock is not a good solution.

5. Vegetative Removal Permits — | support the changes to the vegetative removal permits. In order
to keep the current lake aesthetics, | believe that these changes are necessary.

6. Dock Depth, Slip Sizing and Lake Carrying Capacity— | support the changes that are proposed to
the dock slip sizing. Limiting the slip sizes will help to control the boat sizes on the lake. | also support
the minimum 8’ depth on new docks. | support the lake carrying capacity requirements and | believe the
lake would benefit from a capacity of less than what was proposed.

In addition to these items addressed above, | also have some suggestions for the decision making
process on the shoreline management plan. Living on Table Rock Lake, | can see firsthand what are some
of the biggest impacts to the environment around the lake. | believe that to preserve the lake for the
recreation and beauty that it was intended for, steps must be taken to control the boat traffic and size
of boats on the lake. Some of the most damaging activities on the lake is through “wake-surfing” boats
and the sizable wakes that they produce. These wakes are dangerous not only to surrounding boaters,
but damaging to docks and the shoreline. | believe the USACE should take steps to regulate the size of
wake that a craft can produce intentionally and take steps to mitigate the shoreline erosion from
excessive boat wakes. In addition to crafts with excessive wakes, steps should be taken to control the
noise pollution from crafts with open exhaust and stereo systems. This unnecessary noise pollution from
these crafts reduces the overall appeal of the lake to both residents and tourists alike. This mitigation for
excessive wakes and noise pollution should start with a higher law enforcement presence on the lake.
The Missouri Water Patrol does a fantastic job patrolling the lake, but there is a need for higher
enforcement on higher traffic days. Many of the accidents and property damage on the lake could be
prevented by simply removing incompetent or impaired operators from their watercraft. | believe that
the USACE should focus on working with the Missouri Water Patrol and step up enforcement to increase
the appeal and the quality of life and recreation on the lake.

While I'm not looking forward to the cost to convert, | can tolerate the
switch to solar powered docks, provided two things are included: (a) There will be times when a small
campsite sized generator may be necessary to use boat lifts - I.e. cloudy days, extreme usage periods,
etc. These need to be allowed on the dock and be part of the system, and (b) I'm in favor provided this
also applies to commercial docks such as the State Park marina and the Bass Pro marina at Long Creek.

No wake buoys at docks. Even though our dock doesn't have a no wake buoy, I'm not in support of
eliminating these devices. Each one has a permit number on it, and if mis-used or lost, the owner can in
turn be penalized. | also feel that if the Corp wants to think of eliminating these, they should then do
something to ban the use of 'wake boats' such as the Mastercraft boats, from the lake. It makes
absolutely no sense to allow a boat on the lake that entire design is based on "..how can | make a huge
wake", thus destroying docks and for that matter, shoreline. These boats have no place on a lake the
size of Table Rock.

3. Equipment and Chairs on Docks. Our dock has a locker for each boat slip. | see no issue whatsoever
with storing swimming gear, fishing gear, beach chairs, etc in those lockers and allowing same to be
used on the dock.

1. | have several issues with the proposed "solar only" power for docks in the future.

a. The main issue is the misconception that solar power will be more visually appealing.
The even bigger issue is the safety of people on the docks. All solar systems use an inverter to convert
DC generated by the solar panels to usable AC power. Therefore you have the same 120/240V AC
power available with no referenced ground. Without a referenced ground to the utility system, any
electrical fault on the dock most likely will not operate a overcurrent device. Say, for instance, a hot
(black) wire comes in contact with the dock steel. With no reference to ground, the dock will become
energized at 120V. The first person that touches the dock and ground will become the path for the fault
current to flow. This is a very dangerous and potentially deadly situation. | believe this rule should be
removed or modified to consider the safety aspects.

b. The solution to "a" is to use the neutral as a ground on the dock. If you do, however, no
you will have neutral current causing a voltage rise on the dock steel. A much lower value, usually
referred to as stray voltage, but still a shock hazard.

C. Has the economic impact to the public been considered in this at all? You can connect
service to a dock for under $1,000 from a utility. To install solar system the cost is $5000 to $10,000.
Also, have you considered all the additional batteries that will be on docks to supply power when the
sun doesn't shine?

Table Rock Lake Chamber of Commerce represents over 400 businesses and organizations located in the
communities on the shoreline of the lake, and their employees. Our organization's mission is to promote
business success and quality of life by being a leader in economic and community development in the
Table Rock Lake area.

To fulfill that mission, part of what we do is promote tourism for the Table Rock Lake area and advocate
for our businesses. In that role, it is our responsibility to provide input into the development of the
Shoreline Management Plan (SMP).

We believe the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) provides an invaluable management service to the
lake, and agree with many of the restrictions already in place that protect the public, property owners
and businesses. We believe when people say they don't want Table Rock to become "another Lake of
the Ozarks" what they mean is they don't want unregulated growth, buildings right on the shoreline,
and a large number of bars surrounding the lake. They do NOT necessarily mean that Table Rock Lake
should be further regulated, as currently only 12% of Table Rock is even available for dock zoning. Table
Rock WILL NEVER become like Lake of the Ozarks because of the protections currently in place from
USACE.

We recognize that, according to regulations, the SMP is supposed to be completed every 5 years but
also recognize it is dependent on funding. The current plan has not been updated since 1996, so we
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believe our concern is valid that the next SMP (following this one) could be several years away. The
current revision could be one that we have to live with for many, many years.

Based on those considerations, we believe some of the proposed changes are unnecessary. Following
are our comment/positions regarding some of the proposed changes.

1) We do not have an official position regarding requiring solar power to existing docks; however of
concern is the clause addressing existing resorts. It is not clear in the document whether existing resort
docks would have to convert, or what changes, if any, they would be required to make in the future. We
believe the technology used installing solar power is evolving rapidly and would suggest this proposal
should be removed and reconsidered for a future SMP. Solar power does not completely eliminate the
threat of electrical shock and battery storage could pose another set of environmental problems. The
costs to be borne by slip holders and electric companies serving docks should be considered when
weighing the benefits of this regulation.

2) The section containing the elimination of the Commercial Remote Service Dock program (CRSD)
should be removed. If these are eliminated and the area is not converted to LDA, that reduces the
number of available docks to potential businesses around the lake and prohibits development,
particularly in areas like Kimberling City.

3) Onerequest every 5 years for a dock permit modification is unreasonable and burdensome to dock
owners.

4) Additional restrictions on vegetative management permits are arbitrary and unnecessary.

5)  Requiring the removal of existing "No Wake" buoys should be removed from the plan. These do
deter boats from traveling too close to a dock and potentially causing a safety hazard from excessive
wake. They also serve as markers at night.

6) Allowing no personal property other than that which is "essential to the vessel's operation" to be
stored on a dock is too restrictive. Outdoor tables/chairs, fishing gear, coolers and other items are
adding to the public's enjoyment of the lake, and legislating this will only cost the Corps additional time
and money in unnecessary enforcement.

7)  Requiring boats with a Marine Sanitation Device to be moored in a commercial marina seems
arbitrary and too restrictive. Many open bow boats now have sanitation devices and this could be a
burden on property owners who have existing slips.

8) Decreasing the maximum slip size from 14 x 30 to 12 x 30 seems arbitrary and no explanation is
given.

9) We object to the carrying capacity (access opportunity) restrictions. Carrying capacity, page 37:
"Studies suggest that the maximum boat density for safe boat operation is 10 usable surface acres of
water per vessel." What studies are these, and where is the reference? 10 acres per boat seems
excessive. Also, if Table Rock is not projected to reach a maximum capacity for 61 years, why is it
necessary to include this restriction at this particular time? We feel it is more prudent just to state that
when the access opportunities reach 26,000 another carrying capacity study will be done, and we
request that the language setting a maximum threshold be removed.
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10) Finally, the Changes and Revisions section should be clarified. It is unclear what constitutes "minor"
changes that can be approved by the District Commander without the public participation process.
